Board of Trustees Meeting
February 11, 2008

The Board of Trustees of the Village of Chester met in the Village Hall meeting room on
Monday, February 11, 2008. Members present: Mayor Valastro, Deputy Mayor John Deshler
Trustees Jack Collins, Eugene Collins, and John Reilly III. Also present: Police Chief Graziano,
Highway Superintendent J. Thomas Bell, Water Commissioner Thomas Becker, Village Treasurer
Cathy Richards, and Henry Christensen, Village Attorney.

Mayor Valastro opened the meeting at 7:30 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor noted that the bills had been audited.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES - Mayor Valastro asked for a motion to accept the minutes of the
January 14, 2008 Board of Trustees meeting. A motion to accept the minutes was made by Deputy

Mayor Deshler, and seconded by Trustee John Reilly IlI. Motion unanimously passed.

TREASURER’S REPORT - Treasurer Cathy Richards presented her report as follows:

* Fee for insufficient funds: The VOC currently does not have a procedure to charge a fee
for collection payments returned by our bank for insufficient funds. During the recent water
collections/shut off notice period, it was noted that several water payments were returned for
insufficient funds.

I recommend implementing a procedure to charge a fee (an amount agreed by the Board) for
each insufficient fund collection incurred. The process will be handled in writing the day
the notice is received from our bank. The notice will indicate a timeframe to respond by, the
total amount due with additional fee incurred, and instructions for alternative payments to
accept (no personal checks) — only cash, money order, or official bank check. In addition,
the notice should indicate consequences, if any, in the event no response is received. (Ex.
Jor water collection, if no response is received by the date indicated on the notice, the VOC
Water Dept. will begin procedures for discontinuation of service to the premise).

I contacted 3 local villages - each village has a procedure and charge in place as described
above for insufficient funds. 2 of the villages charge a $25 fee; and the other charges $30.

Village attorney Henry Christensen stated he would the issue and report to the board in
March regarding insufficient funds fees for all departments. He will also look into this
information to be printed on all future bills.
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* 07-08 Sewer collections: The final collection period for sewer is on or about March 1,
2008. We are currently finalizing the list of unpaid sewers to date and will send out
notification letters this week. Once the collection period has ended, all unpaid sewers will
be re-levied with a 10% penalty onto the 08/09 Village Property Tax bill 6/1/08.

* 08-09 Proposed Budget: Budget request forms are being prepared for distribution to
department heads within the upcoming week. These request forms will utilize the same
Excel format as the 07-08 VOC budget currently in place per the State Comptrollers
Uniform System of Accounts for Villages.

POLICE REPORT - Police Chief Graziano presented his report as follows:

a. Manpower: We have selected several candidates with the approval of the Board from
the current Civil Service list and one inter-agency transfer to fill vacant full-time
positions:

b. Vehicles: 318 and 320 were found with abnormally worn rear tires. Upon inspection of 318
(2008Impala) by GM technicians, found that the rear struts were installed incorrectly at the
factory resulting in an alignment issue and were repaired at no cost. 320 (2007 Impala) will
be scheduled for repair this week.

2. Citizen Issues: Received a letter dated 9 J anuary 2008 from St. Columba Church, thanking the
Police Department for providing traffic control during the Christmas masses in December.
Received a letter dated 16 January 2008 from Helen Livingston, Superintendent of Schools for
the Chester School District thanking Chief Graziano for participating on the panel that
addressed the problem of underage drinking,

HIGHWAY REPORT - Highway Superintendent J. Thomas Bell presented his report as follows:

1. Since last board meeting we went out on seven different occasions to salt our streets. We also
plowed them on two occasions. We have almost depleted our salt quota for the season. We did
receive a load of sand and we mixed that with salt.

2. Christmas trees are still being picked up.

3. Thave a burn permit for the month of February. Weather permitting, I will be burning the brush
pile on Saturday, February 16, 2008.

5. For the past week we have been working with Orange & Rockland subcontractor Lewis, cutting
down trees.

6. The 2008-2009 Budget is being worked on.

Highway Superintendent J. Thomas Bell mentioned that there were some complaints about public
sidewalks not being cleared right away. He stated that home and business owners are responsible
for clearing their own sidewalks; and that the Village of Chester has cleared public sidewalks just as
a courtesy to village residences.

WATER REPORT - Water Commissioner Thomas Becker presented his report as follows:

Daily filtration plant and well #12 routine.
* All unpaid water bills have been collected except for three returned checks.

* Thave received answers back from pall membrane filters to cover some of the comments
back from O.C.H.D.

® OnJanuary 17, the water department attended a water seminar giving us each 4.5 contact
hours.

*  Our monthly TOC & Alkalinity samples were taken to the lab.

*  Our water audit for 2007 has been completed and shows an unaccounted for amount of
less than 1%.

®  Our yearly report on Walton Lake for December has been completed.

* Iwould like the Village Board approval to request a waiver from the E.P.A. for testing
of LT2ESWTR (cryptosporidium) testing. This waiver could save us $12,000. The
reason we can request this waiver is the amount of CRYPTO removal that can be
achieved with the new membrane filtration planed at the filtration plant. Also we must
certify that the new system will be installed by the year 2013.

* Inreference to the filter plant upgrade a review of measurements was done by our
engineer on 2/8/2008 to confirm the locations for new equipment to be installed.

Mayor Valastro asked for a motion to authorize waiver application from the E.P.A. for testing. A

motion was made by Deputy Mayor John Deshler, and seconded by Trustee John Reilly I11.
Motion unanimously passed.
