e 2007-08 Current Budget Update: For your review is the Appropriation Ledger Report from the
KVS system for General Fund, Water and Sewer appropriations. This printout provides a ycar-to-
date summary of expenses for each department and line item from June 1, 2007 through April 11,
2008. All Village departments have closely monitored their budget spending throughout the year
resulting in expenses expected to remain within the parameters of the budgeted appropriations.

HIGHWAY REPORT: Highway Superintendent J. Thomas Bell was present and read his
report as follows:

1. Since the March’s’ Village Board meeting we have serviced the sweeper and it is now
back in service. Most village streets have swept at least once. Brush has been picked up
accordingly to our village code-tied, bagged or bundled. Pickup is done on Fridays.

2. Roadside cleanup is also being done.

3. We have broken down the 1991 Kodiak, the 2001 Ford and the 2006 International for

summer use. The broom has been place on the John Deere tractor and the bucket place on
the New Holland tractor.

4. The brush pile was burned this past month.

5. Crack sealing has been done on Vista Drive, June Road, Valley Court and Maple
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Avenue.

We have installed 60 feet of 15 inch pipe on Greycourt Avenue due to the collapse of the
old pipe near the Jones’ residence.

7. We’ve started taking out the old sidewalk on Main Street by the Firchouse. We are

preparing to install a new one starting next week.

WATER REPORT: Water Commissioner Thomas Becker presented his report as follows:

1.

Daily filtration plant and well #12 routine.

2. On West St. we capped the 6 inch water main on both sides of the Black Meadow Creek
for the replacement of the bridge. We also dug to locate the 10 inch water main that feeds
Whispering Hills.

3. Gary & Joe have continued to test backflow devices.

4. Mark Edsall has notified me that the final drafts of plans for the filtration plant upgrades
are nearly complete.

5. We helped the Town of Monroe replace the grate covering the outlet at Walton Lake.

6. The meters have all been read and bills will be going out for our May billing.

7. To cover the cost of replacing the filters at our filtration plant the Village Board will be
raising water rates.

8. Our 2007 drinking water quality report is complete and will be sent to residents with the
water billing,

9. At the site of the new Lowe’s, one section of water main has been pressure tested,
chlorinated and turned on.

10. At the Provident Bank worksite pressure testing and chlorination have been done. We are
waiting for the second bacteria sample to clear before we turn the water on

RESOLVED - A motion to accept the new water rates for meter readings as of May 1, 2008 and
thereatter was made by Trustee Jack Collins, second by Trustee John Reilly IIl. Motion
unanimously passed.

PARKS & RECREATION REPORT: Deputy Mayor John Deshler was present and read his
report as follows:
Concession Stand Chester Commons — A discussion was held as to the location of the new

bathroom/concession stand. The committee will meet in the near future with the Town Engineer
to tinalize location.

Carpenter field parking — The commission reported that additional parking was needed at the
fields and that the grass area near the basketball court and the end of the playground area would
be added to the present parking area. This would be completed after the area was secured with
large boulders or some type of barrier. Trustees Deshler reported that he has someone who is
willing to donate some Jersey Type Barriers around the tennis court, batting cage and concession
stand area. Possibly extending them to the end of the field to protect the bleachers.

Entrance to Chester commons — a discussion was held concerning the entrance and its present
location. It was decided that the commission would contact Supervisor Neuhaus and find out
what progress has been made concerning the acquisition of the property adjacent to the park.
Summer Recreation Program — Interviews and background checks have been completed on all
applicants. All the applicants are previous employees. Some may be in new positions this year.
The program is 75% full at this time and is open to all students up to the 8™ grade.

Dug outs at carpenter fields — The present block dug outs will be demolished by the Fire
Department within the next couple of weeks. The new dug outs are expected to be completed by
opening day. Also the new exhaust fan at the concession stand has been installed and a fence will
be placed by the tan to prevent any injury.

Broadview Barn — A grant request has been filed with the State to cover the cost of the
necessary upgrades and repairs.

Park & Recreation Sponsor Brochure — A brochure regarding parties interested in becoming a
sponsor for the coming year was presented and will be distributed throughout the area with hopes
that the program will be even more successful than last year.

Skate Board Park — A discussion was held as to the possibility of a skate board park being
erected. A brochure about various equipment that is available was presented. Insurance costs
were highlight of the discussion. The commission decided to further look into the matter and
discuss it further at the next meeting.

Sunshades for Bleachers - The Commission is looking into the purchase of some sort of
sunscreen to be erected over the bleachers at Carpenter Field.

RESOLUTION ACCEPTANCE OF LEAD AGENCY STATUS AND POSITIVE
DECLARATION UNDER SEQRA FOR BT HOLDINGS LLC PROPOSED
ACTION/PROJECT

WHEREAS, the Mayor and the Trustees of the Village of Chester (the “Village Board”)
received a petition from BT Holdings, LLC ( the “Petitioner”), pursuant to Article 17 of the
General Municipal Law of the State of New York, for the annexation from the Town ot Chester
to the Village of Chester of a parcel of property consisting of 60.6 acres of land; and

WHEREAS, the Petitioner seeks, in addition to the annexation of 60.6 acres of land from
the Town of Chester to the Village of Chester, the rezoning of said land to the RM zone, the
construction of a 438-unit residential development, and connections to the Village’s water and
sewer service (collectively “SEQRA™), specifically 6 NYCRR 617.4; and

WHEREAS, the Village Board heretofore duly requested lead agency status and
provided the requisite notice to all identitied involved agencies of such request; and

WHEREAS, more than thirty (30) days has elapsed since the referenced notice was
served, and no involved agency has objected to the designation of the Village Board as lead
agency under SEQRA; and

WHEREAS, the Village Board has reviewed various materials provided to the Village
Board by the Petitioner including, but not limited to , the Petition, Part I of the Environmental
Assessment Form(“EAF”), and the materials provided by Petitioner at the joint public hearing on
the annexation held by the Village Board and the Town Board and of the Town of Chester on
March 22, 2008 (the “Joint Public Hearing”); and
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WHEREAS, the Village Board has considered comments by the public at the Joint

Public Hearing regarding the Petitioner’s proposed action.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it hereby

RESOLVED, pursuant to 6 NYCRR §617.4, the Village Board hereby accepts and
assumes the responsibility to act as lead agency for the environmental review of the
Proposed Action under SEQRA, and be it further

RESOLVED that, based upon the Village Board’s review of the Proposed Action and the
materials provided by Petitioner, as detailed above, and the comments received from the
public on March 26, 2008, at the Joint Public Hearing, and all other materials submitted
in connection with application, the Village Board hereby determines that the proposed
action may result in significant adverse environment impacts and hereby issues a positive
declaration as to the Proposed Action pursuant to SEQRA, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Village Board finds that the project presents significant potential
adverse environmental impacts in at least the following respects:

l. A potential adverse impact associated with traffic generated from or associated
with the proposed action on the present patterns of transportation resulting in
potential traftic problems along New York State Route 17M, New York State
Route 17, as well as other traffic arteries serving the property and/or the
surrounding community.

2. A potential adverse impact on the existing character and growth patterns of the
community, as well as significant potential adverse change in the existing density
of land use on the property of issue and surrounding areas.

3. A potential adverse impact associated with increased water and sewer usage
serving the property and/or surrounding community.

4. A potential adverse impact in the increase of waste production (human and
otherwise) at the property.

5. A potential adverse impact associated with increases in noise levels in and around
the property.

6. A potential adverse impact in the removal and/or destruction of large quantities of
vegetation and fauna.

7. A potential adverse impact associated with the encouraging and attraction of a
large number of people to the Project on a permanent and semi-permanent basis.

8. A potential adverse impact from changes to the property’s existing drainage and

water flow patterns, and the water drainage and water flow patterns of adjacent
properties and the community.

9. A potential adverse impact associated with air quality and/or air pollution
resulting trom the inducement of more vehicles and/or tratfic to the property and
surrounding community.

10. A potential adverse impact associated with the increase use of energy associated
with the property/project and the supply of energy to the same.

11. A potential adverse impact to wetlands located on the Property.

12. A potential adverse impact in that the Project is located within an area with

potential archeological and cultural resources.

RESOLVED that copies of this resolution, as well as a notice ot positive declaration and
intent to prepare a draft environmental impact statement, shall be transmitted to all
identified involved agencies, made available to the public and filed and published in
accordance with 6 NYCRR 617.12; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Village Board, as lead agency, hereby determines that scoping

pursuant to 6 NYCRR 617.8 shall be required in the review of this proposed action; and
be it further,

RESOLVED that, the Village Board, having on this date received a draft scoping
statement from the applicant pursuant to 6 NYCRR 617.8, hereby authorizes the Village
Clerk to circulate the draft scoping statement to the other involved agencies, previously
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identitied, to atford them the opportunity to comment and supplement said statement; and
be it further,

RESOLVED, that a public scoping session be held on April 30, 2008 at 7p.m. at Town
Hall Chester, Kings Hwy and be it further
On a vote of 5 to 0, the Mayor declared the resolution adopted.

November 1, 2008 and that all rules apply to the Park and Ride commuter lot be applied to
parking areas and that no parking be permitted on the bridge or on Cul-de-sac pending state
tunding.
