HIGHWAY REPORT: Highway Superintendent J. Thomas Bell was present and read his
report as follows:

This past month we finished up on pouring our third section of sidewalk in front of the
firehouse. We also blacktopped all areas at the edges of the sidewalk. We have one more
section of about 75 feet to go.

. In preparing for Memorial Day the hill across from the firehouse was mowed along with

all our weekly mowing. The American Flags were put up along with our banners.

Our first round of roadside mowing throughout the Village has also been done.

We assisted the water department with a water main break on 17m. We also blacktopped
where we dug up the road to fix the break. '

Our sweeping has continued with a little extra for Memorial Day and the 5k run.

We’ve started rebuilding catch basins that are in need of repair.

Historical Society is having a Yard Sale on June 14™ and H1ghway Department will be
setting up cones for parking.

WATER REPORT: Water Commissioner Thomas Becker read report as follows: |

3. The following water tests were taken in May at the Filtration Plant and Well#12 =

Daily filtration plant and well #12 routine each day.
Weekly mowing at all water facilities have been done.

Nitrate, Primary Inorganic Chemicals, Principal Organic Chemicals, Sodium and
Synthetic Organic Chemicals.

Pipe and fittings for the 17m water main have been delivered.
New meters were installed at the new Provident Bank and Backflow Devices were tested.
I have been working on items in the notice of violations ﬁom the New York State
Department of Labor.

A fire hydrant at the entrance to the new Lowe’s has been 1elocated and we pressure
tested and chlorinated the piping . after two bacteria samples passed we put the hydrant
back in service. ‘

On 17m the two inch service line saddle broke off the water main and had to be replaced.\
Joe Sexton has signed the agreement with all of the stipulations required for him to
receive Village water if the Board allows him to remain hooked up.
