Board of Trustees Meeting
July 13, 2009

The Board of Trustees of the Village of Chester held their monthly business meeting in the Village
Hall meeting room on Monday, July 13, 2009. Members present: Mayor Philip Valastro, Deputy
Mayor John Collins, and Trustee Eugene Collins. Trustees John Deshler and John Reilly, ITI were
absent. Also present: Village Attorney Henry Christensen, Police Chief Peter Graziano, Water
Commissioner Thomas Becker, and Code Enforcement Officer John Orr. Village Treasurer/Deputy
Clerk Cathy Richards and Highway Superintendent J. Thomas Bell were absent. In the audience:
Daniel Gorman, Gordon Shehab, Nikki Mayer, Cindy Becker and Susan Cleaver of the Chronicle.

Mayor Valastro opened the meeting at 7:30 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance. After the Pledge of
Allegiance Mayor Valastro asked everyone to remain standing in a moment of silence for Gary Bell
Town of Chester Highway Superintendent who passed away.

1. AUDIT OF BILLS: Mayor Valastro noted audit of monthly bills for approval was complete.

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion to accept a Village monthly business minutes of June 8,

2009 was made by Deputy John J. Collins, second by Trustee Eugene Collins.
Motion unanimously passed.

3. TREASURER’S REPORT: Treasurer Cathy Richards was absent and Mayor Valastro read

Several issues were recognized after the printing and mailing of the 2009-2010 Village tax and sewer bills
are summarized below.
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Exemption for Volunteer Firefighter/Ambulance Corps: Eleven village residents with this
exemption were affected by a coding glitch that occurred in the tax roll database during the printing
process of the tax bills. Each of these residents’ tax bills printed with a Zero amount due. It was
recognized after the bills were mailed out and several of the residents called to let us know. The tax
assessor was notified and she mailed each of the eleven residents an RP-554 form (application for
corrected tax roll form) as required by NYS Board of Real Property Services. Each homeowner
must complete and sign the application in order to correct their tax bill. The completed applications
were then forwarded to the Village and revised tax bills were sent out. Nexxlinx - the company that
processes and prints the Village tax roll and bills — has been notified and Andrea is working with
them to correct this glitch.

Exemption for Cold War Veteran: This exemption was approved by the Village Board in January
2009 for the 2009-2010 tax bills, however was not implemented into the tax roll. This also was
recognized after the tax bills were mailed out. The tax assessor was notified and made the correction
to the tax roll. Notifications and revised tax bills were mailed to each homeowner.

Sewer: Approximately six commercial properties received incorrect 2009-2010 sewer bills. During
the processing and printing of the sewer bills, Nexxlinx inadvertently used last year’s data file for
these six properties. Nexxlinx corrected the database and reprinted the six sewer bills. Notifications
and revised sewer bills were mailed to each property owner.

A motion to accept the Treasurers report was made by Deputy Mayor John J. Collins, second by
Trustee Eugene Collins. Motion unanimously passed.

4. BUILDING REPORT: Building Inspector/Code Enforcement Officer John Orr was present and
read his report as follows:
