6. HIGHWAY REPORT: Highway Superinténdent J. Thomas Bell was not present, no report
submitted.

7. WATER REPORT: Water Commissioner Thomas Becker was absent and Mayor Valastro
read report as follows: '

1- Daily Well #12 and tanker & pump assembly check each day.

2- Weekly mowing at all water facilities.

3- We installed 2000 ft of 8 inch water main along Rt. 17M 1- We followed DOT
requirements on this project. 2- 5 = 8 inch valves were installed. 3- 3 =8x6 Ts and 3 = 6
inch valves were installed.

4- A 2 inch tap was made for Dr. Attardo.

5- Four 45% bends were used to go under a 2 foot culvert pipe.

6- Three 45% bends and one 22% bend were used to go through a sleeve under Joe Mooze's
driveway.

7- Pressure testing has been done.

8- Chlorination has been done.

9- After Bacteria sample results are received the new main will be put in service.

10- To complete this project we need to remove piles of soil, rake and add top soil in front of -

Dr Attardo's office, Blacktop was the main crossed Dr Attardo's driveway and switch over

four water service lines onto the new main. The Village of Chester Water dept. did a fantastic

job installing this water main with the hot weather and dealing with traffic. The Estimated

savings on this project by having the installation done with by the water dept. was
-$170,000.00 Dollars

RESOLVED that the Village Clerk is hereby directed to deliver copies of the Petitioner’s
application and petition to the Planning Board along with a copy of this resolution.
